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Project Description  

The project aims at involving local communities in tackling energy issues and improving 
energy efficiency. The EGS project hypothesis is that the main actor that can contribute 
to involving the whole community and at the same time train the younger generation is 
the school. Consequently the main target group of the project are schools. Some 
consortium members are high schools and also from all other partner countries high 
schools will be involved in the project activities.

- To strengthen the internal capacities of schools in terms of energy efficiency 

- To valorise the schools role in policy making 

- To make schools capabilities available for the local communities 

- To increase the local communities participation in the energy efficiency process 

- To start concrete pilot actions and to evaluate these actions 

- To increase the network and stimulate further common activities
